WHAT TRIGGERS LIGHTNING:

Flying near electrically charged clouds,

especially during take-off or landing,

a plane can trigger a lightning bolt. g
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Lightning strike
The lightning bolt (A) strikes the
airplane, moves along the exterior
of the plane (B) and exits to the
ground (C). Damage is

usually minimal.

On average, each commercial
airplane is struck by lightning
twice a year. Often it's the

presence of the airplane that
triggers a lightning bolt. b
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
