KEY TO TEST SCORES

Schools: This chart includes test scores for all public schools in the Seattle area

with the exception of some very small schools and some special-purpose schools

and programs, such as home-school resource centers.
All three subjects: Percentage of students who met or exceeded the standard in
all three of the key subjects covered: math, reading and writing. Starting in

2008, high-school students will have to pass those subjects to graduate.
Math/reading/writing: Percentage of students who met or exceeded standard

in each individual subject.

Science: Percentage of students who met or exceeded science standards. The
schedule for science testing differs somewhat from the schedule for other WASL
testing, with science tested in 5th, 8th and 10th grades.

Federal requirements met: Under the No Child Left Behind act, states must

report whether schools and districts meet new reading and math test-score

targets for all students as well as for eight subsets of those students (based on
ethnic, special-education, bilingual or low-income status). Schools and districts
that hit the target with all those groups are judged to have made "adequate
yearly progress," or AYP. (For the most part, if there are fewer than 30 or 40
students in a subset, depending on the subset, those scores don't count.) They
also must meet standards for how many students take the test. NOTE: These
results are preliminary; appeals are still under way.

* Indicates the school or district did not make AYP in the same subject for two or

more years in a row (with all students, or within any of the subsets).

** Indicates the school or district did not make AYP two years in a row AND
receives money under the federal Title | program and thus faces sanctions for
falling short. After two years of failure to make AYP, schools and districts
receiving Title | money face a series of mandatory school-improvement steps.
(Some schools made AYP this year, but remain on the sanctions list because
they must make AYP for two years to get off it.)

Free and reduced-price lunch: Percent of students on subsidized lunch program
in October 2003; indicator of family income, which is closely correlated with
academic performance. Schools with more students from low-income families
tend to have lower test scores.
