1 was corpletely innocent. In those days, the gendarmerie had
1ssued a warrant for my arrest without my knowing for what
Tesson, and I was arrested. I leazuned later that a childhood
friend of mine had deon arrested for having a weapon on him and
that [ was accused of having sold it to him.

1 speat then a f{ew infernal days in the cells of the gendaraerie
brigade. I was tortured with ribdons. S0ap, chlorinated water, a
systex of scales, and even the drawer of an office desk which had
been purposely elaborated to do that. Under toture 1 was forced
tO Siqgn Talse confessions.

I was subsequently transferred to the military tribunal of Blida
for a hearing by an officer. After reading the chacges against
me, and despite the fact that I was proclaiming my innocence, he
considered as valid the documents I had signed under torture. He
P3id no attention to ny explanations that under such torture he
would have accused his own mother and cursed the day he was born.
For that, I was struck and insulted. Toc them, I was but an
Islanist terrorist, even though I had had no ties vo the Islamist
TOovVeasents.

I was then placed in jJail for fifteen months, without any trial.
I was then released provisionally in November 19923, pending an
appearance befere the judges.

After so nmuch suffering and injustice, bdeing en innocent man, I
fesred a trial that would plunge me even deeper in darkness, For
this reason, I decided for exile.
